2009 Summer Membership Meeting Notes –Applied Films Task Group

July 20, 2009
The Applied Films Task Group met on Monday July 20, 2009 as part of the “Attachments Block”

Applied Films Task Group Chair Darrell Smith called the meeting to order.  Task Group interest sheet was circulated, the antitrust reminder was shared, and NFRC meeting guidelines were reviewed.  Carlos McEntire was appointed as secretary.  Agenda was reviewed and approved.

Ballots for NFRC 100, 200, 304 & 700 Ballots and Issues for Summer Meeting

· Applied Films ballot received must discussion and was ultimately sent back to TG

· One issue was missing reference material that was still in NFRC 200 document

· Guidance was to update NFRC 200 to remove that material and move it to the NFRC 100 document – the interim solution is to place a reference in NFRC 100 that points to the existing 200 document (this was not the preferred method)

· Jim Larsen (Cardinal) explained that for U factor determination the existing Applied Films single glazed window was not “worst case” and was significantly better than the current IECC default window (this same point was raised at the NFRC 100 for Attachments ballot review)

· Several comments were made that this IECC default window U factor value is a punitive value and does not represent any real world applications.

· Mark LaFrance from the DOE spoke on the urgency of coming to an agreement over U factor ratings on films since this is a viable application for energy usage reduction in low-income housing.  He also cautioned the membership that the base case reference windows should be representative of the range of windows and films they might be applied to.

· Adjusting the air gap dimension in the base case window (from 13mm to 7mm) was discussed as a solution – this adjustment would have virtually no affect on the SHGC, but would create a window with performance values closer to the IECC default table values.
Lisa & Carol reviewed Ballot comments and Negatives and will address these at Sub level Meetings.  Of the 65 comments submitted, there were 16 Negative comments to resolve.

Call for New Business – No Response, so meeting was Adjourned.
