AEP DRAFT MINUTES

1. Co-Chairperson Gary Curtis called the meeting to order at 11:00 am ET.
2. Ray McGowan, NFRC, took the minutes. 
3. Jim Benney read the agenda–changes were not recommended.
4. The January 8, 2004 (Ft. Worth, TX) AEP committee meeting minutes were reviewed.  The minutes were not approved.  Commentary/edits may be added in the future and the minutes will be finalized at the March NFRC meeting in Miami, FL.
5. The chairperson reviewed recent activities in the AEP Subcommittee which were primarily the critical RESFEN assumptions listed below:

a. House size/style 

b. Insulation level

c. Internal heat gain 
d. Shade assumptions 
e. Internal blind scalar 
f. Thermostat set point

Internal heat gain will be discussed at the January 2004 ASHRAE meeting by Joe Huang (LBNL) and Danny Parker (FSEC).  Any information pertinent to the RESFEN assumptions will be relayed to AEP by the chairperson.  Other RESFEN assumptions such as foundation type, window to floor ratio, HVAC sizing, duct losses, natural ventilation and weather data were brought up to solicit commentary, but no comments were made.

6. Joe Huang of LBNL will review RECS data for application with a new home model.  He will evaluate the accuracy of the collected data for potential use in RESFEN.

7. Marc LaFrance of the US DOE discussed aggregated climate zone activity and their potential for use in the RESFEN model assumptions.   Aggregated climate zone activity is taking place separately from AEP activities, but Marc cautioned AEP might need to be cognizant of any potential changes implied by new findings.  AEP agreed a separate aggregated climate zone conference call would be beneficial in the future.  DOE may provide additional materials to the AEP Subcommittee related to this issue in the near future.
8. The upcoming January 28 ballot was discussed regarding the above RESFEN assumptions.  AEP agreed each assumption will be voted on for both existing and new construction cases.  
9. The chairperson planned a January 28, 11 am ET (8 am PT) conference call to discuss the ballot.  NFRC will plan the call, issue an agenda, and call-in details.
10. The chairperson adjourned the meeting at 12:30 p.m.
