Note: NFRC has agreed to assist the U.S. Department of Energy in its efforts to determine whether to develop a “trade-off” path for the ENERGY STAR windows program. The focus of the January 8, 2004 meeting in Fort Worth and the subsequent conference call meetings of the Subcommittee has been to develop proposed changes to the inputs used in Resfen for a typical new construction home and for a typical existing home. The Board has directed the Annual Energy Performance Subcommittee to address these issues and to submit any changes approved by the Subcommittee to the Technical Committee at the March Annual Meeting. Similarly, the Technical Committee has been asked to address the Subcommittee proposals and to forward any approved changes to the Board at the March Annual Meeting. Changes approved by the Board will be submitted to the U.S. Department of Energy for its consideration
1. Ray McGowan took the minutes.

2. Motion to approve of 1-8-4 (Ft Worth, TX) meeting minutes with editorial comments approved by voice vote
3. Joe Huang of US DOE-Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory presented “ENERGY STAR Analysis Results” and discussed “Climate Aggregation” information.

4. Reviewed negative responses to AEP ballot (RESFEN assumption changes) in groups to save time and comments on 1-N & 1-E similar so 1-E only reviewed to save time.
a. Several members expressed concern over moving forward with given analysis without considering the numerous assumptions more closely.  Members were concerned about a new rating system too different from the current that could lead to market confusion and difficulty in administering either NFRC or ENERGY STAR criteria.

b. Motion to find Zaremba and Anderson negative comments persuasive and to not make changes to RESFEN assumptions at this time, approved 23-14-4
5. Motion to form a task group to determine a set of assumptions for potential annual energy performance scenario, voice vote approved.  Jim Larsen/Tom Culp will co chair the task group.
6. Rich Karney of US DOE asked for commentary on recent ENERGY STAR analysis by March 19.  He emphasized the need for commentary to continue to consider potential changes to future ENERGY STAR window requirements.

7. Motion to approve 1-20-4 conference call minutes, voice vote approved

8. Motion to approve 1-28-4 conference call minutes, voice vote approved, 3 abstentions
