i. Negative from WinBuild:

· Changes to note at top of page 1:  editorial

· Add authorization of IA – OK

· Add disclaimer language – OK, but will defer until later

· See NFRC website for Frame, Glazing, and Spacer performance listings rather than list on the certificate.  If desired, include the detailed listing on a separate, optional page.  Also, do not repeat the listings.

a. Recommendation:  description section will be kept, but needs to be in a format that is friendlier to specifiers and code officials.

b. COG U-factor, SHGC and VT are not needed.

· Change “Frame ID,” “Glazing ID,” and “Spacer ID,” to “Framing Reference,” “Glazing Reference,” and “Spacer Reference.”

· Clarification that there is no intent to create a new or separate glazing assembly “bucket.”

· Editorial change at top of page 3:

a. Delete “NFRC Label Certificate”

b. Revise to read, “Product Information at Actual Product Size.”

c. Delete “NFRC Certified” logo from this page and replace with generic NFRC logo

d. Add reference to NFRC website for additional information

· Number all pages

ii.  QTI Negative

· Remove second listings for Glazing, Spacer, and Frame – OK

iii. IGMA Negative

· Spacer listing:  level of description on Spacer is not required. - Will leave as is based on previous discussions.

iv.  AAMA Negative
· Need to simplify – No.  No specific language proposed by AAMA.

v.  GANA Negative
· Average Area Weighted information should not be included on the certificate:  may lead to excessive complexity and requirements that ALL elements of EVERY wall needs to be accounted for…even very small elements.
 - Ran out of time.  Discussion will continue at the Labeling SC meeting.
