1. The meeting was called to order at 3:00 p.m. by acting chair R. Temple

a. The attendance sheet was circulated
b. The subcommittee voting requirements were reviewed: one vote per member company 
c. The Anti-Trust reminder was noted.

2. Recording Secretary – J. Benney, NFRC staff
3. Review and approve minutes from June 11, 2003(Scottsdale) meeting.  It was moved and seconded to approve the minutes (J. Hayden, M. Manteghi).   The motion was approved by unanimous voice vote. 
4. There were no recommended changes to the Agenda.
5. Old Business
a. Discussion on multiple manufacturer models under the same CPD# on the temporary label (i.e., one manufacturer same product, but different name).   
i. Concern was that as long as the CPD number was in place on the label there was no issue.

ii. Ratings will review document to verify language, rev. section 3.3.A.7 and Appendix B.
iii. There was some discussion whether or not the PCP needs to be revised to reflect this.   It was noted that the temporary label must be traceable to the licensed manufacturer (sec. 3.3).   Therefore, either the “manufacturer” or the CPD number must be on the label.  There was no action taken.   When staff is faced with this issue, it was recommended that they ask manufacturers how they are meeting the trace-ability requirements of the PCP. 
b. NFRC 101 Certification language

i. Task group to review products (materials) for inclusion in CPC.

1. Review with Technical Task Group (Charlie) – no action.
ii. John McFee- Have staff review the omission of “CM” in NFRC trademark Sections Appendix B, item D. – this item has been addressed.
c. Report from task groups for new certification language.

a. The subcommittee reviewed recommended changes to the PCP to address attachments (see attached).   It was moved and seconded to submit proposed language to include attachment products in the PCP, to a joint Certification Subcommittee and Ratings Committee ballot.   Ballot to include changes to Appendix B and C (i.e., labeling) - (L. Winckler, D. Smith).  The motion was approved 10-0-5.
