a. Certification Subcommittee (J. Jonely)
MOTION: J. Jonely / J. Hayden moved to recommend to the Board of Directors that the current mandatory date of Jan. 1, 2009 for labeling of dynamic products to be suspended pending the completion of Window 6 / Therm 6 validation Research project or March 5, 2009 which or whichever comes first.  Motion passes: 22-0-8. 
MOTION: J. Jonely / T. Rogers move PCP revisions to Board of Directors and implementation of PCP revision upon approval of Program documents and hold publication of dynamic attachment for entry door section upon technical procedure approval. Motion passes by unanimous voice vote.
i. In regards to questions about the IG Certification requirement for licensees, S. Strawn, Ratings chair, informed the membership that NFRC legal counsel is working on the license agreement for the third party IG certification program. The chair agreed to send a copy of the IG certification program criteria to the membership for a 30-day review period and to take their comments into consideration as the license agreement is developed.  Ultimately, this document will be governed by the CPC.
b. Labeling Subcommittee (J. McFee)

MOTION: J. Hayden / D. DeBlock move to recommend to the Board of Directors that the DASD PCP Appendix B language and label be approved. Motion passes by unanimous voice vote.
c. CMA – Ratings Subcommittee (Gary Curtis, Mike Manteghi)

i. G. Curtis reported that the 3 CMA PCP negatives will be sent back to TG for re-balloting. In relation to the Approved with Comment from TRACO, staff will confer with Technical as to whether requirements of a “framing system” should be included in technical documents or the CMA PCP.
