The group discussed the Proposal for Mandatory IG Certification Requirements by Tracy Rogers, and referred to a spreadsheet of current IG Certification Programs compiled by Jacque McCracken.
Proposal for mandatory IG certification requirements; questions to be answered before the July meeting:
1. Should it just be soft coat LowE or hard coat as well?

2. Where does heat mirror fall, should it be excluded?

3. If E773 and E774 are no longer revised, should they be included or dropped from the scope of NFRC certification?

4. What happens to the manufacture’s certification status after two failures; do they continue to manufacture IG’s but pull certification until they pass?
These are all questions that need to be answered before the July meeting.  

John Kent has volunteered to come up with CAP/PCP language regarding how an IA inspects a manufacturing facility for current IG certification.
Next Steps:  
1. As a reminder, the Task Group was directed to continue working on how NFRC can incorporate third-party IGU certification in the NFRC product certification program.
2. John Kent will provide the group with his proposed inspection language for review and comment.
3. A conference call will be scheduled in early June if the group believes another call is warranted before the July task group meeting.
