Attendees:  Tina Jenkins (Chair), Tracy Rogers, Joe Jonely, Brad Schultz, and Jessica Ferris and Jacque McCracken (NFRC Staff)
The group discussed next steps in developing third-party IG Certification requirements.
1. The focus will be on requiring third-party certification for gas-fill and/or Low E coated IGUs.  

a. The TG will investigate potential effects of heat mirror damage and the impact on the unit’s energy performance should the IGU fail. If there is impact, the TG would require IG certification for these IGUs as well.
2. Some criteria for the task group to define that the third-party program should meet:
a. How many inspections minimally?

b. How much testing?

c. Gas-fill certification?

d. Per the following standards? - 773 and 774 at the CBA level (which is currently required for AAMA Structural), as well as E2190.

3. Some additional items to consider:
a. Once this requirement is implemented, should NFRC make an allowance/waiver of some sort for a manufacturer seeking NFRC certification authorization but is still in the process of obtaining IG certification, so that he may move forward with NFRC certification, contingent on proof of pending IGU Certification?

b. How does NFRC verify ongoing IGU certification?  The IA can verify this at the time of the annual plant inspection of the manufacturing facility.

4. Next Steps and Action Items:
a. Tracy Rogers will draft suggested minimum requirements/criteria by the end of April for the task group’s review and comment. 
b. The task group will plan to convene again by conference call sometime mid-May.
