Labeling Subcommittee
Wednesday, June 23, 2004

Interim Chair: Roland Temple - VELUX - AMERICA, Inc.

1. Roland Temple called the meeting to order at 1.05 pm.

a. Attendance sheet circulated

b. Reviewed subcommittee voting requirements: one vote per member company 

c. Anti-Trust Reminder read

2. Ray McGowan appointed recording secretary

3. John Hogan moved (Joe Hayden seconded) to approve meeting minutes from March 9, 2004 with one editorial changes. Voice vote approved.

4. Agenda reviewed and approved 

5. Old Business

a. Kristine Martin of Potomac Communications made a potential attachment label presentation and several focus groups reactions to its appearance.  A consumer focus group responded saying, more simplification, add an NFRC phone number, and add a simple statement saying, “this product meets code”.  Most consumers felt the proposed label had too much information.  Code officials want a simple, clear statement of compliance.  

b. Member discussion ensued including many proposed changes to the label:

a. Film position removed from label

b. Product description will state interior or exterior film

c. “Fenestration” removed from heading (since it is already in the NFRC logo) and logo moved left.  Title will be, NFRC Attachment Ratings.

d. A straw poll recommended removing the “no film” column.

e. “Reference” removed from “type” column and “reference glazing” column heading.

f. Disclaimer modified: change “whole product performance to attachment performance.
c. Lisa Winkler moved to make the above changes (seconded Steve Strawn) to the proposed attachment label.  Motion approved 20-0-4.

d. Dave Deblock moved (Sheila Gore seconded) to move this to the Ratings Committee.

e. Dynamic Glazing Labeling not addressed.

6. New Business

a. TDD Labeling was addressed at the previous TDD TB meeting on June 22 and not taken up at this meeting.

b. Roland reminded the subcommittee the board moved to have a window manufacturer as chair of this subcommittee. This was done at the request of the window industry at the June ’03 meeting. At this time no one from the window industry has come forward to take the position. Roland stated that if a window manufacturer representative has not come forward by the Oct ’04 meeting he would recommend one of several volunteers to chair this group.
7. Meeting adjourned at 2.35 pm.
