1. The Chair called the meeting to order at approximately 9:30 a.m.

5. Reports: 
a. Christian Kohler presented Laminant Language Development for NFRC 302.  The chair formed a task group, Optics Implementation, to write NFRC 100, 200, 302 and simulation manual laminate language.  Jeff Baker will chair and Marles McDonald, Peter Lyons, Mahabir Bhandari, Brian Kutz, Ross McCluney, Brian Crooks, Robin Mitchell, Lisa Winckler, Daniel Wacek, and Scott Hanlon will participate.
b. Richard Troyer discussed Non-Specular Visible Light Task Group activities.  The TG chose to develop a procedure using an integrating sphere, but lacks funding to pursue sphere construction.   Dick Troyer moved and Paul Jaster seconded to ask that the SC move forward to the R&T committee and Board a request to support construction of a sphere for use with ASTM E1175 for non-specular visible light.  Motion withdrawn.
c. Charlie Curcija proposed formation of a non planar simulation TG.  Subcommittee approved the formation of the TG contingent upon Shelia Gore’s approval.

6. Unfinished Business

a. Jeff Haberer with Cardinal Glass has agreed to be the liaison to ASTM C14.11 from this subcommittee.  NFRC’s objective it to work on E903 to replace NFRC 300 and 301.  Jeff will also ask the subcommittee to clarify that their scope is optical rather than solar optical properties.  NFRC does not want ASTM to withdraw their relevant procedures.  Ross McCluney will also assist Jeff on these efforts at ASTM.
7. New Business

a. Christian Kohler discussed optical properties round robins.  A proposal is being developed and will be presented at the next meeting to start a round robin.
