	If possible, these new methodologies will allow manufactures to characterize their blind materials with standardized optical property measurement data (i.e., through spectrophotometry,  gonio-photometry, or a combination), and the description of the geometry, thermal, and optical properties of the blind assemblies in WINDOW and THERM database libraries so that the U-Factor, SHGC, and VT values can be directly calculated.
Codes such as these can be developed by subcontractors, and implemented into WINDOW by LBNL.
The properties would be stored in the WINDOW 6 database and used as a layer in an advanced multilayer calculational system much like glass layers are currently characterized in WINDOW 5.

Additional research is needed to include shading systems not currently or not adequately included in WINDOW 6.

The objectives and details of this meeting need further development, planning and sources of funding, included as part of this research program.
