-- Willie Dupont - discussed problems encountered during research program with the test laboratory being capable of fully understanding the construction requirements for the reference windows. 
---Workmanship could be a problem with repeatability of testing with these windows
----  WD suggested that the NFRC inspectors could be utilized to inspect the reference window construction
----  WD suggested that and independent contractor would construct the windows.
---  Installation of the attachment product
----  Mounting of the product in the window seems to be a potential issue - potential for test lab to try and mount the attachment to the surround
