	These comments intend to minimize any differences between how products are simulated and tested.  It is unclear if these new proposed guidelines are modifications to the simulation methods in NFRC 100 as well as the test methods specified in NFRC 102.

By omitting any hardware in the garage door figures (5-11, 5-12 & 5-13), one assumes that the product would be tested without the supporting side track.  If that is the case, it is unclear how the individual slats are attached to the inside surface of the surround panel as it would be installed.

Hardware is shown for the rolling door (Figures 5-14, 5-15 &5-16), but it is unclear how to simulate the roll-up mechanism at the top of the unit.  If 2 x 4’s are used to secure the edge of the rolling door, you may consider adding another horizontal cross section drawing, and specifying that installation methodology in the text.
