1. The NFRC 101 and 101V ballot will be held off until the March 2006 meeting 
2. In response to Steve Johnson’s negatives from the last meeting, the group recommended, and Steve was agreeable to this:
a. there be maintained the generic materials list (perhaps pared down even more), 

b. in addition provide an expanded generic list (as an appendix C), and then 

c. For those materials not on the expanded generic list, you’ll have a methodology in place to allow for the pulling of numbers from reputable engineering references or databases in a hierarchical fashion without going through any review or testing, and perhaps these materials can be incorporated into the expanded list as they come up. 

d. If multiple numbers are available then a peer review is conducted within a week’s timeframe to determine the number to be used and these could also then be incorporated into the expanded list. 
3. NFRC 101 says that testing is required at the manufacturers’ discretion, which is conflicting sentence. It is either required or manufactures have discretion.  Charlie stated that if the material is not in the generic list and is a proprietary material, the manufacturer would be able to determine properties by performing a test.
4. Marles will work on a written overview of this change, Steve will focus on looking at the more complex composite wood materials protocol for the group, and Charlie will put together a timeline plant to get the task group ready for the March meeting.  All this is will be submitted by the end of next week (October 14, 2005).
