	 I vote negative on the concept of the 600 document and ask that ALL terms be returned to their appropriate procedures.  The sheer volume of terms (322 items and growing) makes it nearly impossible to review at this early stage of its inception.  As presented the document is useless until a cross reference list is added as to where the terms are used.  Maybe this should become the next NFRC database project??

ASTM publishes guidelines for writing standards, see http://www.astm.org/COMMIT/Blue_Book.pdf .  Section A.7 of the Blue Book suggests that “every standard should include a section on terminology” and that “all significant terms that may have a meaning more specialized or more restricted than the common dictionary meaning should be defined within a standard”

I can’t find a definition of “XE”.  An example of its use is in the very first definition, Absorptance.

What’s this mean?

It appears that multiple users have developed their own style as some definitions separate the term and verbiage with a colon (:) while others use a hyphen (-).

Why is a definition of Commercial Building needed?  We’ve been rating residential windows for years and never needed to define the building they are installed in.

Residential Fenestration isn’t defined; shouldn’t it get equal time with Commercial Fenestration?  We don’t even define patio doors or picture windows.

There’s a circular reference for non-residential building (see commercial building).  600 is already a circular reference from every NFRC document – must we turn circles inside circles?  Imagine how dizzy we’ll make anyone doing an SHGC rating: you have to start with 200, go to 100 for details, go to 600 (either from 200 or 100),and then you might get stuck on the non-res building merry go round!

The definitions of thermal break and thermally improved seem inadequate as they only call out a separation distance.  Shouldn’t there be a conductance value associated with the gap?  Would copper or silver be acceptable gap fills?

Strange that we  don't have a definition for edge seal and the thermally modeling of IG units.

	 Pella must, once again, object to the proposed definition of "Double-sash product". We voted negative on this on the last ballot and the negative was found persuasive, however the proposed definition is unchanged. We therefore reassert our previous negative as follows:

As written, this definition could include conventional double-hung or horizontal sliding windows. Pella recommends that the proponents review the definitions of "Dual Window" and "Dual Door" in 101/I.S.2/A440 to see if that, or some variation of that, would be suitable for NFRC's needs.

	 The "Deploy" definition is not clear to me. I still don't know whether it closes off the sun or opens it up. I suggest: "When an operable fenestration attachment product is extended to shade or otherwise cover the fenestration product (as opposed to being retracted, as to the side or top of the product)."

Further, the definition of Inoperable fenestration attachment product seems confusing. The images show products that can be deployed and retracted, one even rotated to allow light in or impede it. To me, something is operable when a person can operate it, i.e. it has movable parts and occupants can move them.
