· Meeting of the “Interior/Exterior Attachments Combined Task Group” called to order by Mike Cienian.

· These Task Groups combined last year in an effort advance establishment of standards for both “U” factor and SHGC ratings for either inside or outside fenestration attachment products.

· Antitrust reminder reviewed

· Agenda for meeting was posted on screen, included:

· Next Monday, 9/28 is ballot submission deadline.  Ballots for 100 and 200 will be ready for submission at that time.

· Meeting was called to keep all interested parties apprised of the status.

· Mike Cienian update on 100 and 200 ballots

· Two active working groups are finalizing language coordination between the two documents. A special thanks to the two group leaders, Rob Simons for 100 WG and Sanjiv Malkan for the 200 WG

· At Baltimore, Jeff Baker, Head of Technical Committee, asked for ballots to go through a Preliminary Review prior to official submission date. Ballots were sent to Jeff in the past 2 weeks, and Mike has spoken to him. He will let us know if he has any major concerns.

· Skylights- Previous submission had incomplete data in skylights section of data table. Mike spoke to Scott Hanlon and Roger LeBrun regarding excluding skylights from this latest ballot submission. They agreed to exclude the skylight information with the understanding that this information will be added back in for the first 2010 ballot submission.  This step is being taken because of the need to get the Tech. documents approved this ballot session.

·  Tom Morrissey will be leading the efforts to establish a Certification and Labeling approach, and this will take approx. 1 year to complete.  We are quite confident that skylights will catch up before the Cert/Label work is completed.

· Base Case Window-

·  Willie DuPont has been working on these. At the most recent meeting a concern was raised that the worst performing base case window should meet the IECC code window. Changes are being made to accommodate this. They were not included for the Preliminary review but will be included on the actual document submission next Monday. The base case window will match the poor performance of the IECC base case window.  (Note – In a follow-up phone call  after the meeting, Willie stated he is on track to complete the commercial and residential base case windows for the 9/28 ballot submission…Thanks Willie!)

· Thanks were expressed to Comfortex for their help in modifying the window drawings.

· The question was asked if this window is the only one to be in the document.  The answer is no, the ballot includes several base case windows, the others have all been reviewed and shared in previous NFRC membership meeting and part of the last ballot submission as well.

· Charlie noted that the IECC windows are defined by their performance only; no actual physical parts are described.  Response was that Willie D. is planning to make a physical design that will match the IECC window design performance descriptions.

· There was further discussion on how Applied Films had addressed similar base case windows performance challenges.

· Ballot Neg. resolution process

· A flow chart of the process was shown on screen

· After ballot comments are received Mike C. will organize a session to resolve all the negatives before the next meeting in San Antonio. The Task Group will contact all commenter’s to fully understand their issues and hopefully work them out ahead of time.

· A note from Scott Hanlon was shown. Mike C. will handle resolutions in the Attachments Sub Committee block of time.  This is a change from prior meetings where the Attachments ballot was handled in the U-Factor subcommittee block.

· Attachment TG block schedule was used in Baltimore for TG presentations. The same process will be used in San Antonio. Schedule will be included in NFRC hand book. Block will last approx. 2 hours.

· Updates on new Task Groups

· PCP, Optical Properties and Labeling will continue. A Storm Doors task group will be added if a leader can be established before the next meeting

· Presented window schematics made with the Therm program. Willie D. providing additional information to complete.

· Mike C. wrapped up meeting by noting that the 100A and 200A ballots will be submitted Monday the 28th and he asked for volunteers to e-mail him if they would like to help with the negatives resolution process.
