Mandate testing to ASTM E2190 or CGSB 12.8. The CGSB 12.8 standard will be acceptable until the ASTM E2190 fog box test requirements meet or exceed the requirements in the CGSB 12.8 standard. 

c. 
Mandate that such test units shall be found to meet a tested minimum average initial argon gas content of 90% or greater and a final after weathering minimum average gas content of 80% or greater, after being tested according to ASTM E2190 or CGSB 12.8. 

d.

The licensee’s reply shall confirm their receipt of NFRC’s notice, and shall also indicate in writing how the licensee’s is or intends (jm) to comply with the provisions of this Section 8.8.2. Licensee shall also indicate suspension of use of NFRC certified label for the 
product until compliance of IGU certification is met.
