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Meeting Minutes

1) The chair called the meeting to order at approximately 3:45 p.m.

a) An attendance sheet was circulated for all attendees to sign. The chair reminded all attendees of the importance of signing the attendance sheet. The attendance sheet is the final authority in any disputes on whether someone did or did not attend the meeting, and regular meeting attendance is a requirement for maintaining voting membership on the committee.

b) Roll call was taken and a quorum was established.

c) The chair reminded all attendees of committee voting requirements: one vote per member company on the committee roster.

d) The chair reminded all attendees of the anti-trust guidelines to be observed during the meeting.

e) The chair reminded all attendees of the NFRC meeting guidelines to be observed during the meeting.

2) Minutes from the March 14, 2005 (Hawaii) meeting were approved by general consent.
3) Reports:

a) Update on WINDOW 6 
i) Christian Kohler (LBNL) reported on the status of WINDOW 6. LBNL has received useful feed-back from the pre-Beta version distributed in March, and is continuing to develop the software. Another Beta version is expected to be available at the Santa Fe meeting in November.
b) Update on ResFen 5 
i) Christian Kohler reported on the status.  RESFEN 5.0 is now available.
c) Optical Properties Subcommittee report
i) Christian Kohler reported for Shelia Gore (Enermodal). No action items were presented.
ii) Reporting on laminates – An Optics Implementation TG was formed to determine how best to implement Optics into NFRC 300, 301, 302, and the Simulation Manual. Jeff Baker (WESTLab) agreed to chair the TG.
iii) Non Specular Visible Light Transmission TG update: Reported that the TG is considering both an Integrating Sphere test method and a Ray Tracing simulation method.  They are also considering balloting a draft rating procedure in the near future.
iv) ASTM Subcommittee C14.11 on Optical Properties– It was reported that Jeff Haberer (Cardinal) will act as a liaison between NFRC and ASTM Subcommittee C14.11, with Ross McCluney (FSEC) as an alternate.
v) Spectral data Round Robins were discussed.
d) Research Subcommittee – Patrick Muessig (Azon).

i) The project Effect of Surface Heat Transfer Coefficients on U-Factors for Projecting and Highly Conductive Products is concluded and being considered at ASHRAE for a peer review paper.
ii) The project 3D Heat Transfer Effects in Fenestration Products has concluded and is being considered for a peer reviewed paper at ASHRAE.
iii) The project Entrance Door Data Review is on schedule and likely to be completed before the Fall membership meeting.

iv) The 2007 version of Research Manual is being considered by this task group.
v) The research financial summary spreadsheet was presented.

g) LTEP Subcommittee – Steve Strawn.

The mission of the LTEP SC is to develop voluntary fenestration long term energy performance procedures as they relate to the NFRC energy performance ratings and make recommendations to the Research and Technology Committee.
